A RARE AND IMPORTANT “QUEEN ANNE ACT” PUBLICATION ESTABLISHED POST OFFICES IN THE COLONIES AND ALLOTTED ITS
WEEKLY REVENUES FOR THE ONGOING WAR AND OTHER USES.

This document, known as The British Post Office Act of 1710, took effect in North America on June 1, 1711. The postal laws set out in this document remained
in effect in North America until 1789. Colonists came to view the postal rates set forth in the act as an excessive and unwelcome form of taxation. The rates
were revised by a later act, which took effect on October 10, 1765. The act, also known as the Queen Anne Act, created a formula that was used to improve the
colonial postal system. It created a deputy postmaster general for the colonies and established uniform rates for carrying letters.

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James Macdonald had two main passions that motivated his life - Nature and Philately - beginning in
his early childhood years growing up in Northern Canada and continuing until he peacefully passed
away in Chicago in 2024 at age 84 after two years with cancer. Jim’s father, an avid outdoorsman, had
instilled in Jim a deep respect for nature and protecting the environment. He also encouraged Jim to
appreciate the unique beauty in stamps, and Jim started collecting at an early age. Through his college
years his educational pursuits included studying nature, the environment, and peoples of various

cultures around the world eventually leading him to become a Professor of Anthropology at Northeastern Illinois University in Chicago. During 
his academic work in physical and cultural anthropology his childhood affinity for collecting stamps from around the world grew exponentially,
and he became fascinated with exploring the cultures of the Northwest Pacific Islands while at the same time examining and collecting unusual
and rare NWPI stamps.

Over the decades his stamp collection continued growing as did his field and volunteer work in the Chicago River area - protecting
and cleaning up parks, coordinating nature walks, and organizing teams of neighbors for work days in the parks. The City of
Chicago recognized his outstanding contributions to the environment with several awards and proclamations during his lifetime,
and after he passed away named a significant portion of N. Keeler Avenue as “honorary James “Jim” Macdonald Way”. The photo
shows Jim holding his college picture, superimposed on the newly dedicated street sign from a ceremony in September 2025. Jim
loved nature and the environment and collecting stamps from around the world. He was a true humanist and helped to make the
world a better place.

Benjamin Coates (1808-1887) was among a certain group of Philadelphia Quakers to become deeply involved in philanthropy, particularly those efforts
dealing with abolition and education. He was a member of several organizations, including the Friends Freedmen, the Pennsylvania Abolition Society, the
Union Benevolent Association, the Institute for Colored Youth and others. The philosophical inclinations of Benjamin Coates were shaped in part by the
abolitionist networks of his day. Coates was convinced that a new colony in West Africa, populated by black Americans, was the best strategy for ending
slavery and giving African Americans a positive fresh start. In this regard, Coates was involved with the American Colonization Society, an organization
which established the colony of Liberia to resettle free black Americans in West Africa Coates forged an alliance with African American Joseph Jenkins
Roberts, who emigrated to Liberia in 1829, and became a symbol of the personal, financial, and economic opportunities that could be had in Africa. Coates
propounded the abolition of slavery as the catalyst for worldwide change, viewing slavery as a problem that plagued his religious community, his business
relationships, his country’s political system, the world economy and his Quaker conscience. Benjamin Coates was the author of “Cotton Cultivation in
Africa, Suggestions on the Importance of the Cultivation of Cotton in Africa, in Reference to the Abolition of Slavery in the United States…” in 1858.Please
visit our website for additional images.

The “Eliza Battle” was a steamboat operating on the Tombigbee River between Columbus, Mississippi, and Mobile, Alabama, during the 1850s. Launched in
New Albany, Indiana, in 1852, this side-wheeled paddle steamer was constructed with a wooden hull and was 316 tons.

On March 1, 1858, the “Eliza Battle” was destroyed by fire near Pennington, Alabama, in what became the deadliest maritime disaster in the history of the
Tombigbee River. The fire claimed the lives of approximately thirty-three people out of about sixty passengers and a crew of forty-five.

Around 2 a.m. on that fateful morning, about 32 miles downstream from Demopolis and near Beckley’s Landing, flames were discovered engulfing cotton
bales on the main deck. Fueled by strong winds, the fire quickly spiraled out of control. The passengers, trapped by the flames and unable to access the
lifeboats, were forced to leap into the icy river in their nightclothes. Some managed to stay afloat by clinging to cotton bales. Rescued by the Magnolia and
local residents, many survivors were retrieved from treetops along the flooded river. Tragically, all the casualties were due to drowning or exposure to the
severe cold.

ONE OF THE MOST ICONIC COVERS OF THE 1851 ISSUE AND THE EARLIEST RECORDED USE OF THE 1¢ 1851 ISSUE FROM THE WEST
COAST.

This cover represents an exceptionally rare use of the 1¢ 1851 Issue to pay the new 6¢ prepaid rate, effective July 1851, for distances exceeding 3,000 miles. It
was dispatched on the very first sailing from San Francisco to Panama following the arrival of the new stamps in California.

The first shipment of the 1851 Issue reached the West Coast aboard the Pacific Mail Steamship Company steamer “Oregon,” which arrived in San Francisco
on September 18, 1851. The earliest documented West Coast use of the new issue is a cover bearing a pair of 3¢ Orange Brown stamps, postmarked at
Sacramento on September 30, 1851.

Mail postmarked in San Francisco on October 1, 1851, was carried on the return voyage of the “Oregon,” departing that same day and arriving in Panama
on October 20. The correspondence then crossed the isthmus and continued from Chagres to New York aboard the United States Mail Steamship Company
steamer “Ohio,” which sailed on October 25 and reached New York on November 5. The present cover traveled on that sailing.

Noted philatelist Stanley B. Ashbrook regarded this and other 1851 Issue covers bearing the same October 1 postmark as “first day” uses from California.

A VERY RARE COMMERCIAL USE OF THE 5¢ CARMINE ERROR, PERF 10, WHICH SERVED AS PAYMENT OF THE 2¢ RATE.

The plate containing the 5¢ transfer errors escaped detection during production and inspection, and the resulting stamps were released to the public in early
1917. A limited number of sheets were perforated gauge 10 (Scott 467), followed by a larger printing with the new 11-gauge perforations (Scott 505), all
distributed through post offices.

On May 2, 1917, the United States Post Office Department, through the Third Assistant Postmaster General, issued a printed notice advising postmasters of
the error and ordering the recall of the error sheets.

According to the updated census compiled by Kevin Lowther and published in The United States Specialist (2012, Issue 993), only 18 covers or large pieces
are recorded bearing the 5¢ Carmine error, Perf 10 (Scott 467). The present example represents a genuine non-philatelic commercial use.

If these measures can be
carried through and Kansas made a Slave States by the Military Power of the U.S. the Slave power will have accomplished its object and shown that property
in Slaves is in no respect different from that of any other kind of property and that they have the right to emigrate and carry their Slaves into any State or
Territory, and there hold them as slaves, and be protected in the quiet enjoyment of their slave property by the strong arm of the Government. But the Free
State have heard the clanking of this chain before the last link was forged and welded, and they will arise in their mighty power and grind to to powder and cast 
it in the water and make the slave power drink the water. In 1860, there will be a leader around whom the Republican Party will Rally and support, who will be
triumphantly elected President of these United States. There will also be another leader of the Slave Power who will combine the support of the Slave States,
and who will be doomed to defeat. These will constitute the two great parties, and in my humble opinion, the only two. But be that as it may and enlightened
people will not long sustain a political party, who to effect a wicked and corrupt object, abandon every principle of reason and justice, and act at defiance the
inalienable right of man.; some cover edge wear, F.-V.F., a fascinating letter which virtually predicts the outcome of the coming Civil War.

Spartanburg, South Carolina, derives its name from the “Spartan Rifles”, a militia group that served during the Revolutionary War. This name was later
adopted by Confederate soldiers from Spartanburg during the Civil War.

Joseph Walker was appointed captain of the Spartan Rifles on April 13, 1861. Micah Jenkins, from Yorkville, South Carolina, was mustered into service as
colonel of the 5th South Carolina Volunteer Infantry Regiment in June 1861.

SMS “Geier” was an unprotected cruiser of the Bussard class built
for the German Imperial Navy (Kaiserliche Marine) and
commissioned in 1895. “Geier” was still en route to the German
base in Tsingtao when war broke out in Europe in August 1914. She 
slipped out of still-neutral British Singapore days before Britain
declared war on Germany and crossed the central Pacific in an
attempt to link up with Maximilian von Spee’s East Asia Squadron.
While at sea, she captured one British freighter, but did not sink

her. In need of engine repairs and coal, “Geier” put into the
neutral United States port at Honolulu, Hawaii in October 1914,
where she was eventually interned. After the American entrance
into the war in April 1917, the US Navy seized “Geier” and
commissioned her as USS “Schurz” and placed her on convoy
duty.
