ONE OF ONLY THREE RECORDED EXAMPLES OF THE WALDO &O. MAUI FORWARDERS HANDSTAMP,
THIS BEING ONE OF TWO STRIKES IN RED.

Giles Waldo arrived at Hawaii in 1845 and was apyed United States Vice-Consul for Lahaina. Waktalgished a ship
chandlery business but left for the California giiédds in 1849 and died there. This marking intiksaWaldo forwarded the
letter in his commercial capacity, as distinct frbis official capacity.

This letter was carried by the American bark “Angjolrom Honolulu Oct. 3rd 1846 to Boston arrivingb. 3rd 1847 via
Pernambuco, Brazil Jan. 3rd.

The three recorded strikes of the Waldo & Co. Maandstamp:

1. 1846 May 11, black strike, Chang stock.

2. 1846 Sep. 5, red strike, Lahaina to Middle Idl&hY., ex-Advertiser, the cover offered here.

3. 1847 Apr. 1, red strike, Lahaina to New BedfedAdvertiser, currently in the Fred Gregory cotien.
