The Postal Act of March 3, 1847, authorized the establishment of a Post Office at Astoria on the Pacific Coast (in later Oregon) 
and set the rate of postage for letters between the United States and the Pacific Coast at 40c. That act also authorized the
printing and use of the first postage stamps in the United States. The next year, gold was discovered at Sutter’s Mill in the
Mexican state of Alta California and, nine days later, the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo was signed. That treaty ended the
Mexican-American War and ceded California to the United States. The Postal Act of August 14, 1848, authorized the
establishment of Post Offices at San Diego, Monterey, San Francisco, and “other places on the Pacific Coast” as needed and
set the rate of postage for letters sent between places on the Pacific Coast at 12½c.

Monterey was the provisional capital of California under military rule before and after the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo. A
Post Office was applied for and granted and Captain William G. Marcy, Commissary and Quartermaster, was appointed
postmaster. The appointment was approved by the Post Office Department on November 21, 1848. The only problem was that
the three steamships that might carry the mails on the Pacific Coast via Panama were still en route from New York. In fact,
none of the steamers had as yet even rounded Cape Horn.

The first Pacific Mail Steamship Company ship to arrive on the Pacific Coast was the S.S. California. On board was William
Van Voorhies who, as the Postmaster General’s first Special Postal Agent in California, was charged with the task of setting
up postal service on the Pacific Coast. The S.S. California reached Panama in January of 1849, where it picked up an
unexpected cargo of Argonauts. The ship reached Monterey the following month. At Monterey, Van Voorhies delivered the
first official mails to Captain Marcy along with Marcy’s bond as postmaster, which he executed on February 23, 1849. The
S.S. California arrived in San Francisco five days later, at which time the crew promptly deserted her for the goldfields.

ONE OF THE FINEST OF THE SEVEN KNOWN COVERS RECOVERED FROM THE WRECK OF THE “STEAMER
WINFIELD SCOTT” AND THOUGHT TO BE THE UNIQUE EXAMPLE FRANKED WITH STAMPS.

The “Winfield Scott” was a 1,291-ton steamer built in New York City in 1851, which was put into service along the Pacific
Coast route in 1852. The “Winfield Scott” was purchased by the Pacific Mail Steam Ship Company from the New York and San 
Francisco Line in July 1853. One round trip between San Francisco and Panama, but on December 2, 1853, she was stranded
off Anacapa Island in the Santa Barbara Channel and lost on her second trip for the company. The five mail bags, passengers,
crew and cargo including gold species were saved.

Grant served in the Mexican War but made his mark in the Civil War. He won the first significant Union victory at Fort
Donelson. At Shiloh, he took heavy losses but won and in July 1863, forced Vicksburg to surrender. He fought Lee throughout
Virginia, including the Wilderness and Petersburg, and accepted his surrender at Appomattox. He won the 1868 Presidential
election, and in office continued Reconstruction, signed a gold currency law, and saw the Panic of 1873. His administration
was affected by several scandals though Grant was never involved. He was bankrupt in business but finished his memoirs a
week before he died.

Penalty envelopes
took their place, and presidents were given the free franking privilege for life after they left office. On the day this was sent,
Coolidge spent the morning at the White House and then went to the Old State House in Annapolis to witness a reenactment of
George Washington’s resignation of his command of the Continental Armies on the 150th anniversary of the event.

Coolidge was elected as the 29th Vice President in 1920 and succeeded to the Presidency upon the sudden death of Warren G.
Harding in 1923. Elected in his own right in 1924, he gained a reputation as a small government conservative, and also as a
man who said very little. Coolidge restored public confidence in the White House after the scandals of his predecessor’s
administration, and left office with considerable popularity. As a Coolidge biographer put it, “He embodied the spirit and
hopes of the middle class, could interpret their longings and express their opinions. That he did represent the genius of the
average is the most convincing proof of his strength.”.

Lieutenant Kennedy was an officer on PT-109 boat in WWII. In an operation against the Japanese in the Solomon Islands on
August 2, 1943, his boat was rammed by a Japanese destroyer and sunk. He and his men swam 3 miles to one of the unoccupied
islands and were rescued several days later. He was invalided home as a result of his injuries, subsequently hospitalized and
sent to the Naval Hospital and famous Leahey Clinic in Boston for treatment of back injuries and bruises from coral etc. He
was assigned to the Unit B. Squadron Training Center at Melville R.I. that was the P.T. training center for the Navy where he
stayed until his release from active duty in April 1945.

Lyndon Baines Johnson, often referred to as LBJ, was the 36th President of the United States, a position he assumed after his
service as the 37th Vice President (1961-1963). Johnson, a Democrat from Texas, served as a United States Representative
from 1937 to 1949 and as a United States Senator from 1949 to 1961, including six years as Senate Majority Leader, two as
Senate Minority Leader and two as Senate Majority Whip. He campaigned unsuccessfully for the Democratic nomination in
1960, but ran as Vice President with John F. Kennedy heading the ticket for the 1960 presidential election. After their election,
Johnson succeeded Kennedy following the latter’s assassination on November 22, 1963; he completed Kennedy’s term and
was elected President in his own right in the 1964 election, winning by a large margin over Barry Goldwater. He is one of four
people who served in both offices of the executive branch as well as both houses of Congress.

He is the first and to date only person to have served as both Vice President and President of the United States without being
elected by the Electoral College. He was plagued by economic troubles and resentment over Nixon’s pardon, and was
defeated by Carter in 1976.

He is the oldest living former President and Vice
President. He is also the last living former President who is a veteran of World War II. Bush is often referred to as “George H.
W. Bush”, “Bush 41", ”Bush the Elder", Bush I, or “George Bush, Sr.” to distinguish him from his son, former President
George W. Bush. Prior to his son’s fame or notability, he was widely known simply as George Bush.

George Walker Bush (born July 6, 1946) is an American politician and businessman who served as the 43rd President of the
United States, and the 46th Governor of Texas from 1995 to 2000. The eldest son of Barbara and George H. W. Bush, he was
born in New Haven, Connecticut. After graduating from Yale University in 1968 and Harvard Business School in 1975, Bush
worked in oil businesses. He married Laura Welch in 1977 and ran unsuccessfully for the House of Representatives shortly
thereafter. He later co-owned the Texas Rangers baseball team before defeating Ann Richards in the 1994 Texas
gubernatorial election. Bush was elected president in 2000 after a close and controversial election, becoming the fourth
president to be elected while receiving fewer popular votes nationwide than his opponent. Bush is the second president to have
been the son of a former president, the first being John Quincy Adams (with the other familial presidential relations being
grandfather-grandson of the Harrison's, as well as the Roosevelt's being 5th cousins). He is also the brother of Jeb Bush,
former Governor of Florida.

At their plantation Montpelier in Virginia, the Madisons lived in pleasant retirement until he died in 1836. She returned to the
capital in the autumn of 1837, and friends found tactful ways to supplement her diminished income.

Anna Tuthill Symmes Harrison was nominally First Lady of the United States during her husband’s one-month term in 1841,
but she never entered the White House. At the age of 65 years old during her husband’s presidential term, she is the oldest
woman ever to become First Lady, as well as having the distinction of holding the title for the shortest length of time, and the
first person to be widowed while holding the title.

A RARE ROBERT MORRIS FREE FRANK AS THE FIRST SUPERINTENDENT OF FINANCE.

Robert Morris, Jr. was a Founding Father of the United States. He was a Liverpool-born American merchant who financed the 
American Revolution and was signatory to the Declaration of Independence, the Articles of Confederation, and the United
States Constitution. He was elected to the Pennsylvania Assembly, became the Chairman of the Pennsylvania Committee of
Safety, and was chosen as a delegate to the Second Continental Congress, where he served as chairman of the “Secret
Committee of Trade” and as a member of the Committee of Correspondence. From 1781 to 1784, he served as the powerful
Superintendent of Finance, managing the economy of the fledgling United States. As the central civilian in the government,
Morris was, next to General George Washington, “the most powerful man in America.” His successful administration led to
the sobriquet, “Financier of the Revolution.” At the same time he was Agent of Marine, a position he took without pay, and
from which he controlled the Continental Navy. He was one of Pennsylvania’s original pair of US senators, serving from 1789
to 1795. He invested a considerable portion of his fortune in land shortly before the Panic of 1796-97, which led to his
bankruptcy in 1798, and he spent several months in debtors’ prison, until Congress passed a bankruptcy act to release him.
After he left prison in 1801, he lived a quiet, private life in a modest home in Philadelphia until his death in 1806.

A RARE WILLIAM H. RUSSELL FREE FRANK OF PONY EXPRESS FAME AS POSTMASTER OF LEXINGTON MO.

Russell was a successful merchant and banker before forming several freight partnerships, and during this earlier time period
he was the Postmaster of Lexington Mo. Russell, along with Alexander Majors and William B. Waddell took over overland
freight express firm and would launch The Pony Express in 1860. The three principals in Russell, Majors and Waddell, played
different roles in managing the company. Russell was the lobbyist and promoter, Majors was the teamster, and Waddell was
the back-room manager. The Pony Express was absorbed by Wells, Fargo & Co. in April 1861 after failing to secure a
government contract at the beginning of the Civil War due to a variety of circumstances, including Russell’s often reckless
behavior.

This is without question the rarest United States issue of the 20th century. It was probably produced during the middle of 1924
however it was only discovered in 1962. This issue was the result of “coil waste” but rather than made from horizontal coil
sheets, such as Scott #578-579 and #594-595, this issue was made from vertical coil waste sheets. The difference being in the
measurement of the design as the horizontal coil design is wider since the plates have been stretched by curving them in that
direction in order to fit the cylinder on the rotary press. In the same fashion, the vertical coil plates were curved in the vertical
direction causing the design to stretch vertically.

Type III is defined by breaks in the outer lines at both top and bottom. Many Type III stamps have breaks that were created or
enlarged by plate wear. Since the wear occurred over a period of time, the majority of stamps of this type (both unused and
used) has small breaks in at least one line.

William Louis Winans was a noted railway pioneer, who traveled to Russia in 1843 as part of a $3 million contract to supply
railroad locomotives and cars for the new railroad between St. Petersburg and Moscow. From 1852, William was the chief
manager of the Russian operation, which had a lucrative contract as it was reported their contracted fees were 17 times higher
than in any other country in Europe. During the Crimean War the firm’s operations expanded, and Winans acted as the U.S.
vice-consul in St. Petersburg. The contract expired in 1862.

Plate 2 was made in late 1855, and consists of 198 stamps that are Type II, one position that is Type III (99R2) and one that is
Type IIIA (100R2). Plate 2 stamps are rarer perforated than in imperforate form. Most perforated examples of position 99R2
have perforations cutting into the design on at least one side. The example offered here remarkably shows all design
characteristics perfectly.

Type III is defined by breaks in the outer lines at both top and bottom. Many Type III stamps have breaks that were created or
enlarged by plate wear. Since the wear occurred over a period of time, the majority of stamps of this type (both unused and
used) has small breaks in at least one line. The most notable exception is Position 99R2. According to the Neinken book, “The
99R2 stamp is a fresh entry, that was short transferred both at top and bottom, over an original entry that had been erased…
The reason that 99R2 is the finest example of Type III is because of its very short transfer at top and at bottom, giving us the
wide breaks in these lines.” (proof. 184).

According to the Siegel Census, there are 13 known used singles of the 1857 1¢ Type III Position 99R2. Of these, this is by far
the finest centered example.

Card proof sheets of 100 for each of the four inverted high denominations of the 1869 Pictorial issue were produced for
exhibition at the 1881 International Cotton Exposition in Atlanta, following the publicity in the 1870s surrounding the
discovery of genuine inverts. At the close of the exposition, the sheets were acquired by James A. Petrie, who claimed to have
saved them - together with the Atlanta Trial Color card proofs - just before their intended destruction. After unsuccessful
attempts to sell the material through the philatelic press, Petrie sold the group in 1903 to James Ludovic Lindsay, the 26th Earl 
of Crawford, one of the great collectors of stamps, essays, proofs at the turn of the 20th Century.

General John Meredith Read, Jr. during and after the Siege of Paris notes the sending of this cover on Sunday October
9th…“After General Burnside left me at 3 P.M. to day, I walked to my bureau and wrote some dispatches.”

This is one of seven known covers carried out of the Siege of Paris in a U.S. Diplomatic Mail Pouch by General Ambrose
Burnside and Col. Paul Sieman Forbes on October 10, 1870. These cover arrived in London October 23, 1879 where they
received the red oval marking of “B.F. Stevens, U.S. Despatch Agent, London”. Earlier these two men had carried out five
known covers on their first trip out of Paris, which arrived in London October 6, 1870. One of these two covers available to
collectors from the first pouch sold in 1995 for £13,500.

Ernst M. Cohn, in “Ordinary Mail by Diplomatic Means During The Siege of Paris 1870-1871” records these covers and
notes that only three from the second trip are available to collectors, the other four being in archives including the Library of
Congress and the Bundesarch.

Mokelumne Hill was one of the richest gold mining towns in California. Founded in 1848 by a group of Oregonians, the
placers were so rich that the miners risked starvation rather than head to Stockton to replenish their supplies (one finally did
and made it rich by becoming a merchant). Soon after, gold was discovered in the nearby hills, so much so that miners were
restricted to claims of 16 square feet (1.5 m2), and yet many of those claims were reported to have paid up to $20,000. By 1850
the town was one of the largest in the area, with its population reaching as high as 15,000 with people of all nationalities:
Americans, Frenchmen, Germans, Spaniards, Chileans, Mexicans, Chinese, and others. Besides racial tensions, the easy gold 
attracted criminal elements, and the town gained a reputation as one of the bawdiest in the area. By the 1860s the gold started
to run out and the town’s population and importance diminished.

Great Britain line engraved imprimatur stamps originate from the first registration sheets printed from a
new plate. Imprimatur sheets were sent to Somerset House for approval. Over the years, a very few stamps
were taken from each sheet and their removal was noted on the reverse of the sheet by a post office. With
rare exceptions, fewer than 25 imprimaturs were removed from each sheet and at most three corner copies
of each were removed. The few individual imprimaturs that were removed are now held in the Royal
collection, private collections or lost.

As an example, both the VR Official plate “A” registration sheet and the Penny black plate 1 registration
sheet were officially registered on 15 April 1840, a key chronological reference point for the first stamps
ever printed in the world and that has frequently been reported incorrectly in earlier philatelic literature.
